Ripley Ohio April 20th 1861

Resolved by the Town Council of Ripley on behalf of the people of Ripley, that while we are prepared and determined to defend our lives, rights and property against invasions, attacks, or unlawful interference from any quarter, we expressly declare that we contemplate no hostilities against our neighbours of Kentucky and that we will not countenance any expeditions, organization, or movements in our midst hostile to them: and further, that we will so far as in our power, prevent all interference with their rights and property.

Resolved that we respectfully propose to the people and constituted authorities of the City of Maysville, Towns of Dover and Augusta and of the Counties of Mason and Bracken that they take measures to cooperate with us in preserving the peace along the border and protecting the Citizens on both sides.

Resolved that the Recorder be instructed to furnish the municipal authorities of said City and Towns and Clerks of said Counties authenticated copies of these resolutions.

Whereas a series of Resolutions dated at Ripley Brown Co. Ohio the 20th day of April 1861 have been received from the Municipal authorities of said City of Ripley in relation to our present National difficulties and looking to a preservation of amicable relations and the protection of life and property of Citizens along the border of both the States of Ohio and Kentucky, Therefore – Resolved that we most heartily endorse the spirit and object of said resolutions and pledge ourselves to do all in our power to accomplish the object contemplated by them.

Resolved that the Clerk of this Board be instructed to forward a Copy of the foregoing to the authorities of the City of Ripley Ohio.

The foregoing preamble and resolutions were adopted at the call meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of Augusta Ky. this 20th April 1861.

Gent!  The following proceedings were held at a meeting of the Citizens of Ripley O on the 23rd Instant.

On motion of Mr. Hemphill, C Baird, C F Campbell and O Edwards were appointed a Committee to prepare resolutions for the consideration of the meeting.  Mr. Baird from the Committee reported the following preamble and resolutions which were unanimously adopted.

Whereas the Town Council of Ripley on the 20th April 1861 adopted a series of resolutions, expressing on behalf of the people of Ripley a desire for peace with our neighbours of Kentucky and for the protection of the Citizens and their rights and property on both sides of the River and proposing to the People and Authorities of Maysville, Dover and Augusta and of Mason and Bracken Counties that they take measures to cooperate with us in preserving peace along the border and protecting the people on both sides.  And Whereas the Municipal Authorities of Maysville, Dover and Augusta have responded approving the propositions of our town Council and expressing their concurrence in the design and object of the same and their hearty assent to said propositions: And Whereas the Authorities of Maysville and Dover have proposed that the several towns on the border appoint a standing committee for each to act in conjunction in the premises, and investigate reports before taking action:  Therefore resolved that we the People of Ripley in town meeting assembled do heartily endorse the action of our Town Council in the premises and we will in good faith individually and collectively, do our part in carrying out the proposed object and that we fully appreciate the friendly feelings of our neighbours of Kentucky expressed in the several responses from Maysville Dover and Augusta.  Resolved that in compliance with the requests of Maysville and Dover authorities, this meeting will appoint a Committee of five of our Citizens to act in conjunction with like Committees of the other towns and Cities on the border.  The Meeting selected the following persons to constitute the Committee under the last resolution:  S. Hemphill, C. Baird, David Gaddis, D. P. Evans & A. Liggitt.

On motion resolved the resolutions of the above mentioned municipal authorities and the Minutes of the meeting be published in the Ripley Bee and that a copy of the paper containing the same be forwarded to the Presiding Officer of said Municipalities.

Gentlemen:  At a meeting of the Citizens of Felicity and vicinity on the 23rd inst. The following preamble and Resolution were offered and unanimously adopted to wit.  Whereas: In the present distracted, unhappy and unnatural State of our common (and once glorious) Country false reports are liable to get in circulation and gain credence prejudicial to the peace, security and happiness of the Citizens along our border, and whereas believing it to be the interest and most sincere wish of all union loving men of our entire community to preserve the friendly intercourse and mutual amicable relations heretofore existing between them and the Citizens of their neighbouring County of Bracken and City of Augusta.


Therefore Be it Resolved, in view of such suggestions being made by our friends of Augusta and others from Kentucky we hereby tender our hearty, friendly greetings and offer to meet our friends of said place for the purpose of forming an alliance of mutual safety and protection and that the following Committee of Five be appointed to wit.  John S. Fallen, Prof Wm Carte, Mr. T. Dimmit, O. P. S. Fee, and Wm Reese to communicate the above to the Citizens of Augusta and if acceded to on their part to meet with them in a Union Convention to form such alliance.


Our people are for the Union unconditionally.  We deeply regret the sad condition of our Country and most devoutly hope that the day is not far distant when peace will be restored.  Hoping to hear from you soon, we remain Respectfully Yours.  Signed J. S. Fallen

Upon motion a Committee consisting of T. F. Marshall & J. B. Ryan were appointed to report the action of the Committee to the meeting tonight of the Citizens.


J. W. Armstrong & John Taylor reported as to the muskets in Augusta & were ordered to have the same repaired.

Be it ordained that it shall not be lawful for any person to sell powder in any quantity within the limits of the City of Augusta, and any person who shall so sell shall be fined in any sum not exceeding ten dollars to be recovered as provided for in the Charter.

3rd
Be it further ordained that any merchant may sell powder upon the permit of the Mayor.
